By public transport

Switzerland is known for its reliable, extensive public 
transport network. Thanks to this, getting to LAAX is 
very straightforward. First take the train to Chur, the 
capital of the Canton of Graubünden, and from there 
take the PostAuto bus directly to LAAX (stop ʌLaax 
GR, Bergbahnen ʍ) ʃthe journey only takes 30 
minutes. Alternatively, you can take the Rhaetian 
Railway ( RhB) through the impressive Rhine Gorge to 
Ilanz. There is also a direct PostAuto bus connection 
from there to LAAX. All connections can be found on 
the SBB website or in the app.

By car

From Zurich or Basel, follow the A13 highway in the 
direction of Chur and then take exit no. 18 in 
Reichenau. Then follow route no. 19 and you will be in 
LAAX within 20 minutes. 

By plane

LAAX can be reached from Zurich International 
Airport in under two hours. LAAX can also be reached 
quickly from Basel and Friedrichshafen airports.

The longest run: La Siala to Flims

At a length of 14.8 km and an elevation drop of 1,170 
m this is the longest downhill run in LAAX. You begin 
on wide, open carving pistes at the summit of La Siala 
(2,810 m above sea level), which allow you to pick up 
speed and savour sweeping alpine views. As you 
descend, the run takes you past landmarks such as 
the UNESCO Sardona into more varied terrain in 
between alpine forests before flowing finally into 
Flims village.

Freeriding on marked routes

For those who want to float through fresh powder but 
don't feel experienced enough to plan their own 
routes, the yellow -marked freeride routes in LAAX are 
the perfect place to go. These are avalanche 
controlled off -piste sections of the ski area and offer 
just as much fun and riding quality. The highlight: This 
winter, a new freeriding slope from Cassons will open 
and will be accessible by the last section of the FlemX
gondola.

The Vorab glacier: Skiing on ancient  ice

High up in LAAX, the Vorab Glacier ( Vorabgletscher ) 
sits between about 2,600 and 3,018 metres ʃa place 
where glacier ice shaped the landscape. From the 
summit station, which is also the highest point of the 
ski resort, skiers and snowboarders can drop into 
wide, steep terrain high above the tree line. The runs 
from Vorab offer dramatic views over exposed rock, 
remaining glacier ice and the deep valleys below.
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Catching  air at the Freestyle Academy  

Since 2010, the legendary LAAX Freestyle Academy 
has been offering a top -class playground to learn 
tricks, improve skills or simply have fun on 2,000 m². 
No matter what level or age ʃeveryone is welcome. 
The hall was completely rebuilt and reopened in 
2024. It houses various areas for skateboarding, 
trampolining and parkour.

Freestyle action in 5 snowparks  

LAAX is home to five snowparks, making it Europeʏs 
freestyle mecca. Beginners can start at the Beginner 
Park, with easy boxes and jumps. As skills progress, 
Ils Plauns offers a mix of medium -sized features and 
kickers. The legendary P60 is LAAXʏs freestyle 
hotspot ʄa 1,000 m-long slope packed with rails, 
boxes, kickers and rollers for advanced riding. A 
Whoop -De-Doo slope and the NoName park with pro 
features complete the set. 

Surf feeling in the halfpipe  

NoName snowpark hosts the iconic 200 m-long, 22 
m-high and 7 m -high superpipe known as ʌThe 
Beastʍ. Pro riders from all over the world visit LAAX to 
train in this impressive pipe, which many consider to 
be the best pipe in the world due to its shape. 
However, you donʏt need to be a pro to just cruise in 
between the massive snowy walls and get a feeling 
similar to riding a wave in the ocean.

UNESCO Natural Heritage Sardona

The collision of the two continents of Africa and 
Europe formed the Alps. In the UNESCO Natural 
World Heritage Site of Sardona , this history of 
formation is more monumental than anywhere else. 
Due to its geological significance, the area of around 
32,800 hectares has been designated a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site. This spectacular landscape can 
be explored on foot or with snowshoes.

Treetop walk ʎSenda dilDragunʏ 

With a length of 1.56 kilometers, the ʌSenda dil
Dragunʍ (the path of the dragon) is the longest 
treetop walk in the world. It connects the village parts 
of Laax Murschetg and Laax Dorf. On five platforms, 
it offers interesting facts about nature in the region 
and serves as an educational trail to raise awareness 
of the local flora and fauna. 

Discover the famous Rhine Gorge

The Rhine Gorge, which is also known as the "Swiss 
Grand Canyon", is one of the most striking 
landscapes in Switzerland. The viewing platform "il 
Spir" in Conn is easily reached and offers the perfect 
view of the imposing, around 400 m deep gorge and 
the " Chrummwag ", the peninsula by the horseshoe -
shaped loop in the Rhine. Six other viewing platforms 
along the gorge provide unique insights from every 
angle.

After 
all that action, itʏs time to warm up with a classic 
Swiss treat: hot, gooey cheese fondue that is served 
in the nearby mountain hut.
